Aircraft Marshaling Hand Signals

Fixed-Wing Aircraft.
Stand forward of the aircraft and remain in full view of the pilot.

Helicopters.

Stand in full view of the pilot (the pilot is usually on the right side).
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1. PROCEED TO NEXT MARSHALER
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Right or left arm down, other arm moved across the body and extended to indicate direction of next marshaler.
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2. COME TO ME
Arms above head in vertical position with palms facing inward.
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3. MOVE AHEAD

Arms a little aside, palms facing backwards and repeatedly moved upward-backward from shoulder height.
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5. TURN TO THE RIGHT

Point left arm downward (at 45 deg indicating direction of turn), right arm repeatedly moved upward-backward. Speed of arm movement indicating rate of turn.

6. SLOW DOWN

Arms down with palms toward ground, then moved up and down several times.
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13. STOP

Arms crossed above the head, palms facing forward.
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14. START ENGINE(S)

Circular motion of right hand at head level with left arm pointing to engine.
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15. CUT ENGINE(S)

Either arm and hand level with shoulder, hand moving across throat, palm downward.
